	Simultaneous visual and auditory directions
	Change schedule

	Use of Peer Tutor
	Provide tests in segments

	1:1 instruction with adult
	Implement reading strategies

	Use of manipulatives
	Provide extra drill and practice

	Provide visual or memory aides
	Reduce amount of written assignments

	Cooperative learning
	Substitute written reports for oral assignments

	Test orally for concepts
	Substitute oral reports for handwritten reports

	Ask student to repeat directions
	Allow student to write responses instead of answering orally

	Use of paper guide for reading
	Use materials appropriate to the student’s level

	Provide auditory cues to supplement visual presentation
	Reduce amount of reading assignments

	Limit amount of material presented on a single page
	MODIFY MATERIALS

	Provide visual cues to supplement auditory presentation
	Use large print materials

	Provide print copy of work or visually projected material
	Use computer

	Break complex directions and content into steps
	Highlight important information 

	Use highlighted text
	Allow use of facts chart or calculator

	Provide taped lectures and study materials
	Use graph paper to keep math problems aligned

	Fold or cut paper in half

	BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT

	Check student’s work frequently to determine level of understanding
	Use behavior modification checklist

	Have student work standing up
	Use contract

	Provide a study carrel
	Give special privileges

	Establish a system for recording assignments
	Time out in classroom

	Locate supplies to minimize distractions
	Time out in another classroom

	Move closer to the student to monitor behavior
	Planned ignoring

	Change lighting in the room
	Cue appropriate behavior with visual cue
