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Accelerated Withdrawal Guidelines and Dates





The provision for permitting the early withdrawal of students with full credit for a semester of study is based on careful consideration of the unique circumstances found in the DoDEA system.  It is recognized that due to military necessity, families are occasionally required to move prior to the end of the semester or school year, and children should not be penalized for this.  





Therefore, DoDEA policy is that students withdrawing from school before the end of the semester may be granted credit for an accelerated study program, outlined by the teachers involved and approved in advance by the Principal, providing that the withdrawal date is no earlier than 20 school days before the end of the semester.





The acceleration date for DoDDS Pacific schools for first semester is December 10, 2008.  The acceleration date for second semester is May 13, 2009.  





This provision is in effect only for students whose sponsor is required to PCS before the end of the semester.  Verification of the date of their sponsor’s departure, (ie Permanent Change of Station or other official orders) must be presented to school officials in order to receive consideration for full academic credit.  Students who withdraw prior to the 20 day limit receive a ‘withdrawal’ grade rather than a final grade.
