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At a time when our nation is seeking answers for our financial woes, the U.S. Department of the Treasury established the National Financial Literacy Challenge, an initiative recommended by the President's Advisory Council on Financial Literacy. 





From November 3, 2008 to December 12, 2008, the hour-long, on-line test was taken by more than 75,000 high school students.  Topics of questions included basic finance vocabulary, insurance, credit cards, banking, and investments.  Participants included students in rural areas, suburbs, and cities in this country, and in Department of Defense schools around the world.





Fourteen Kadena HS stutdents scored in the top 25th percentile of the nation’s scores.
